Howdy from MJ Ranch!     Tues., June  1st, 2018     (Updated the 1st of each month)
Yep, went from April Winter to May Summer…no Spring this year.   Have an analogy for you this month:   Cattle (and people) have a herd mentality.   We moved yearlings a few weeks ago.  These are cattle that we market in the Fall at around 2 years of age.  Well, a couple broke loose and wouldn’t come across from a larger pasture to the barn where they would be taken to greener pastures and rotated daily on fresh grass.  One of them jumped the fence and ended getting back with the others.  This made the other one really upset and she ran around wildly on this 160 acres around our home.   She was afraid!  We called her the “wild one” and couldn’t get close to her….she wanted back with the herd.   She didn’t want the consequences of her choice!  The herd now was up on greener pastures, she couldn’t see them, so that made her even more  angry.   After a couple weeks or more, she finally got in with the momma cow herd and, this past week when we weaned calves, we were able to sort her out and put her back with her original herd.  She no longer acted wild.  Isn’t this just like people.  We want to follow the herd….not think for ourselves, not buck the status quo, be around like-minded people and not be uncomfortable, etc.   We have a sticker on our truck, which many have asked about, that reads “Proud to be a Herd Quitter”….now you know what that means!   We raise cattle differently here.  They are never in a feedlot, never fed grain, no antibiotics or chemicals on the pastures.   Sooo, Go ahead….dare to be a herd quitter….think for yourselves and stand up for what is right then wait for the consequences….they’ll come!

WHAT’S UP WITH THE BULK BEEF (meaning buying a whole, ½ or a ¼) : 
We still have some Front ¼’s to sell this Oct., 2018, and possibly could work you in for a ½.   I said “possibly”….not real sure how big some of them will be that were born later in 2016 or even the first part of 2017.  We like them to be at least 2 years old.  If some are not 2 years old and smaller, we’ll save them over and will have some to sell in the Spring, 2019.  One way or the other, let us know if you are “on” for bulk beef this Fall or next Spring, contact us, and we’ll let you know exactly where we are.   It also isn’t too early to get on the list for Fall, 2019, beef!  Contact us if there are any questions whatsoever.
