Howdy from MJ Ranch!     Sat., September 1st, 2018     (Updated the 1st of each month)
Thank you God!   The slow soaking rains have started to come.   Now we need a couple of “gulley washers” to fill up ponds.  We did need to go ahead and buy a couple loads of hay but the pastures have greened up and we should be able to keep our momma cows through the winter.  Speaking of momma cows, we have just had a new experience with calving.  We have calves in the Fall and have already had 5 mommas give us calves but we have 6 calves ??   Went out to check for new calves Wed. a.m. (the calves are all born out in the pasture) and there was a really little calf roaming around, hardly able to walk with her cord still wet, bawling for her momma.  There was not a momma that wanted that little heifer calf!  All of them booted her away.  We left her for most of the day, went back late afternoon, and there she was all curled up, weak, and away from the cow herd!   Our deduction:   a cow had a calf the night before and we believe she actually had twins, one born much later that night or early the next morning, but this cow would just not claim this little one….very unusual. We even took “Pee Wee” over to where the other calf and this momma was but again the momma  just booted her  away.   So, guess what, We are now “momma”.  We sure don’t like to put one on the bottle but that was all we could do at this point.  She is at the barn and so sweet. …just wish she had her momma’s milk and not this nasty supplement we have to feed.    
WHAT’S UP WITH THE BULK BEEF (meaning buying a whole, ½ or a ¼) : 
We are sold out of bulk beef for this year.  Because of the drought (lack of water and grass) we will be hauling 2 loads to the processor this next week.  Thank you to our wonderful customers who were willing to take their beeves a month early!  We will then continue hauling for other customers.  And, hey…it  isn’t too early to get on the list for Fall, 2019, beef!  That list continues to grow.  The way that works is:   1. You tell us you want a ¼, ½ or a whole.   No deposit at this time.   2. We contact you in Feb. to see if you are still “on board” & if you say yes, you send a deposit and that “nails it down” for you to get beef in the Fall of 2019. NOTE:  We are having our annual Hayride/Bonfire/Games get-together on Sept. 15,  We still have room for a few more on the wagons, if any of you customers would like to join us.   Will attach info. on this outing! 
If you are wanting fresh-frozen CUTS ONLY (NOT a ¼, ½, or whole) we sell those here at the Ranch.  Our freezers are mighty bare but will be restocked by the middle of Sept.  We still have some Gourmet Ground Beef, a few roasts, brisket, sirloin, stew meat & a few Kabobs….also some peppercorn beef snacks (made without nitrites and preserved with celery salt).  Remember:  this is all 2 year old, 100% grass-fed Angus beef that has never been fed grain, always been kept on pasture, never in a feedlot, no growth hormones or antibiotics, and always been given humane care….as certified by A Greener World.  We have 2 certifications:   Animal Welfare Approved (humane care) & Certified Grassfed (fed only grass/hay and mommas’ milk ().
