Winter came too early!   We decided to move the cow/calf herd east across the road to their wintering pastures early, the Wed. before Thanksgiving, because of the weather. All went well except 3 little calves decided they didn’t want to come and took off for the woods.   We managed to get their mommas back across the road (west side), made a smaller pen for their moms, in hopes that the “lost” calves would come up to their mommas when they got hungry and we could get them all back across road to the east.   By the next morning those little ones were out there but really “flighty”.  If they saw you come close, off they would go at a run.   Finally after a couple days, we went out there, with our son, Mark.   I started quietly talking to them. Their little ears shot forward (meaning they were listening and not mad….yet).  I told them that they better get their little butts across the road with their moms or they would have to spend the night in the cold dark forest again without any of their mom’s milk.  Their ears shot back (in defiance) and a couple took off!  We just stood there but slowly they meandered back.  We then opened the gate.  Calves & mommas all went across to the east side .  The whole herd will now winter under the shelter of trees in low places.  Those little calves can sometimes be like little kids….sometimes they think they know best and they don’t!
We want to share some really good news with you all.   We have finally completed a Trust that entails transitioning the farm to our son, Mark (and his wife Debbie).  They have lived a ¼ mile down the road from us for 20 years.  What this really means is that MJ Ranch will continue long after we are gone with the same vision/goals that we have always had. Thank you God!  Hey, we are still healthy,  going strong & will continue to be very involved with the Ranch, as always!
